• From bad to worse…the downward spiral of 

the plot of Judges… 

      -What happens in a world absent of God’s  

         authority (21:25)… 
 

v.1—What’s a Levite and a concubine? 

• God’s intent in marriage (Gen.2:24)…not 

polygamy! 

v.2—Marriage gone wrong…anger? adultery? 

v.3—“Speaking kindly” but not acting kindly  

     as we’ll see…be aware of the smooth talk! 

v.4-10—Ancient hospitality norms… 

v.11-13—The late start is a key detail… 

v.14-21—No hotels, needing hospitality, and  

     one older man who meets the need. 

v.22—Story eerily similar to Sodom and  

     Gomorrah (Gen.19)… 

• People of God acting pagan… 

v.23—Duty of hospitality to protect guests  

      from “wicked, vile” act… 

v.24-25—What?!!  God’s plan was to protect,  

       not pawn or push women out the door like  

       these men do (Gen.2:21-22). 

• “do what seems good to you” shows the 

messed up standards of society… 

v.26—A night of horror no one should have to  

      endure and collapsing close to door… 

v.27-30—A calloused and cutting response… 

• Limbs to tribes to spark reaction…
