v.1-2—Extra details of Zacchaeus: 	“chief”/leadership and “wealthy”/rich…
v.3-4—The rich and powerful still see their need 	for Jesus…something money can’t buy!
v.5-6—Jesus knows the real Zacchaeus…
v.7-10—Crowds reaction, Zacchaeus reaction, 	Jesus’ reaction…

Read: John 4:1-30, 39-42
v.1-4—“had to go” isn’t geographical but 	providential!
v.5-8—Deep conversation start with simple 	conversations…talk water!
v.9-30—Experiencing Jesus leads to wanting to tell 	others about Jesus…
